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ANTON WEBERN
Biographical Notes

Anton Webern was born the 3rd of December, 1883,
in Vienna. From 1904 to 1908 he studied composition
with Schoenberg, and in 1906 he received the degree of
Doctor of Philosophy at the University of Vienna. After
this he was a theatre orchestra director in Vienna, Prague
and German cities until 1918, when he moved to Moed-
ling (near Vienna) where he has been a teacher of musical
theory, and an orchestral conductor.

Webern has numerous compositions published by the
Universal Edition in Vienna:

Opus 3, 4 and 12 are songs with piano accompaniment.

Opus 8, 13, 14, 15, 16 and 18 are for voice with accom-
paniment of various different instruments.

Opus 2 and 19 are for chorus.

Opus 5, 9, 7, 11 and 20 are chamber works.

Opus 1, 6, 10, 13 and 21 are for large orchestra. He

has also arranged his five pieces for string orchestra, Opus

5, for large orchestra.
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
